Parks and Open Space welcomed Sara Barnard, our new Parks Planning and Development
Coordinator on March 25. As a registered Landscape Architect, Sara will be instrumental in
leading our department’s capital improvement program and development reviews, as they
pertain to outdoor recreation.

Community and Economic Vitality

The Town’s Tree Program will launch on Saturday April 6% and will be a voucher program to the
first 70 Frederick residents who obtain a certificate. They will be available on a first-come, first-
serve basis starting that Saturday morning at the Administrative Services Building.

A contract has been finalized for the creation of a Conceptual Site Plan and Cost Estimate for the
Mendoza Open Space. This project will take place throughout 2024 with final approvals planned
for 04 2024.

Parks staff placed an order for additional water quality management tools for Milavec Reservoir
and the Town’s non-potable water holding ponds. This technology utilizes ultrasonics, to destroy
green and blue-green algae cells as they form within those bodies of water, without the harmful
use of pesticides or other inorganic compounds. It also provides for continuous water quality
monitoring within Milavec, to provide staff an ongoing analysis of various measurements to
gauge effectiveness of management strategies. No single management tool is 100% effective on
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algal growth, but this is another highly effective and sustainable tool, along with aeration and
upstream basin improvement projects, in our efforts to improve recreational use of the
reservoir and for improving irrigation quality. Installation is planned for late May 2024.

Strategic, Reliable and Sustainable Infrastructure

Parks and Open Space maintenance staff have been working on trail and parking lot
maintenance, summer maintenance planning, and finalizing winter pruning over the past two
weeks.

Golf maintenance staff are gearing up for another busy season and have begun most normal
growing season tasks. Spring greens aeration has been scheduled for April. Staff are working to
finalize an annual maintenance plan for improved turf maintenance and increased water
efficiency for this season.

Public Works snow crews were out for two recent snow events to clear ice and snow, from
March 13-15, as well as March 25.

Because of the recent snow events and moisture we’ve received lately, grading is taking place
on County Roads 5, 14, and 20.5.

A sinkhole was excavated along Ridgeway Boulevard and is being investigated as a possible
storm drain failure.

The Police Department notified Public Works of hazardous road conditions in Bear Industrial
Park along Salazar Way; Public Works responded and cleaned out and compacted in around a
drain pan.

The lights on the 5% Street bridge have all been replaced and upgraded to LED bulbs.



The crosswalk signal along Tipple Parkway at the high school was repaired, and the damaged
push button was replaced.

As of March 27, the Town of Frederick is 100% compliant for backflow testing per Aqua
Backflow.

Fleet is finishing up the last few trailer ramp improvements; these improvements are to help
ramps hold up to the weight of larger mowers and equipment that the trailers are used for.

Public Works has just taken delivery of a new John Deere skid steer, which was purchased with a
snow blade, snow blower, and broom to be able to handle any type of snow event. This is in line
with the snow plan that was previously presented to the Board.

Officers Paul Shine and Hunter Johnson recently successfully completed their field training
programs.

After academy graduation in December, they began field training paired up with a
variety of training officers to learn the specifics of policing in the Town of Frederick. Thank

you, Officers Shine and Johnson, for your dedication and continued hard work. Welcome to the
team!

Managing & Conducting Internal Affairs Investigations seminar sponsored by FBI-LEEDA (Law
Enforcement Executive Development Association). The course focused on policy and procedure,
effective complaint processes, investigation of personnel, administrative law, and disciplinary
due process, all with the end goal of promoting proper and safe decision making that lends itself
to defensible outcomes.
